Initial Test Run

Do you have to do the test run? No — but getting to know the ins and outs of your
Instant™ Vortex™ Plus Air Fryer prepares you for success in the kitchen! Take a few
minutes to get to know how this little guy works.

Stage 1: Setting up the air fryer
for cooking

1. Connect the power cord to a 220-240V
power source.

The air fryer is in standby mode and
the display shows OFF.
