* To prevent injury or damage to the unit, the ap-
pliance should be unpacked and set up by two
people.

* In the event that the appliance is damaged on
delivery, contactthe supplierimmediately before
connecting to the mains.

Incorrect handling of in-
flammable refrigerants

* Disconnect the appliance from the mains if any
faultoccurs. Pull outthe plug, switch off orremove
the fuse.

* When disconnecting the appliance, pull on the
plug, not on the cable.

* Only carry out repair and other work on the ap-
pliance when the mains plug has visibly been
disconnected.

* Any repairs and work on the appliance should
only be carried out by the customer service
department, as unauthorised work could prove
highly dangerous for the user. The same applies
to changing the mains power cable.

* Do not allow naked flames or ignition sources
to enter the appliance. When transporting and
cleaningthe appliance ensurethatthe refrigerant
circuit is not damaged. In the event of damage,
make sure that there are no ignition sources
nearby and keep the room well ventilated.

* Do not stand on the plinth, drawers or doors or
use them to support anything else.

* Avoid prolonged skin contact with cold surfaces
or chilled/frozen food. This could cause pain,
numbness and frostbite. Inthe case of prolonged
skin contact, protective measures should be
taken, e.g. gloves should be worn.

* Do not eatice cream, particulary ice lollies orice
cubes, immediately after taking them from the
freezer compartment as there is a risk of "burn-
ing" because of the very cold temperatures.

* Do not consume food which has been stored for
too long, as it could cause food poisoning.

Incorrect storage of in-

* Do not store explosives or sprays using com-
bustible propellants such as butane, propane,
pentane etc. in the appliance.

Press the On/Off button for approx. three seconds so that the
temperature display goes out. In addition, an audible warning
signal will sound.

Setting the temperature

Press the Up/Down button. The
temperature display flashes.

Press the Up/Down button, the next
lower temperature value in the tem-
perature display will light up.

Keep pressing the Up/Down button until the desired value is
displayed.

After a certain period of operation, the interior temperature will
adjust to the value which has been set.

The electronic controls will switch over automatically about 5 sec-
onds after the last time you pressed the button, and the actual
temperature will be displayed.

The temperature can be set at between -14°C and -28°C.

If C6 or F3 appears in the display, the appliance has suffered
a fault. In this case, contact the customer service department.

If the door is left open for more than 180 seconds, the audible
warning signal will sound.

The temperature display will continue to flash until the cause of
the alarm has been rectified.

This can be caused by:
« the freezer door being left open for a long time, allowing warm
ambient air to enter;

¢ along power failure;
¢ afaultin the appliance.

In each case, make sure food has not thawed or perished.

Power failure display

If =,|Z appears in the display, the freezer temperature has risen
too high due to a power failure.

* Press the Alarm button.
The highest temperature

during the power failure will
be displayed.

Check the quality of the food depending on the temperature
displayed.

Do not eat perished food!
Do not refreeze thawed food!

Press the Alarm button again to cancel the display.

Setup mode

In setup mode, you can set the child lock and adjust the bright-
ness of the display.

The child lock is designed to protect the appliance from being
switched off and the temperature setting from being changed
accidentally.

Defrosting

After alonger period of operation a layer of frost or ice can build up
onthe cooling plates in the freezer compartment. This willincrease
the energy consumption of the freezer. The cooling plates should
therefor be defrosted regularly.

* Switch the appliance off to defrost. Pull out the mains plug.

¢ Wrap the frozen food in paper or blankets and store in a cool
place.

* Leave the door of the appliance open while defrosting. After
defrostingmop up the remaining water and clean the appliance.

Do not use any mechanical devices or other
artificial aids for defrosting other than those
recommended by the manufacturer.

Cleaning
Clean the appliance at least twice per year.

Before cleaning always switch off the appliance. Pull out
the mains plug or remove/unscrew the fuse.

¢ Cleantheinside, equipmentparts and outer walls with lukewarm
water and a little detergent.

Do not use steam cleaners because
of the risk of injury and damage.

* Ensure that no cleaning water penetrates into the electrical
components or ventilation grille.

* Dry all parts well with a cloth.

e The dust should be removed from the refrigeration unit and
heat exchanger - metal grid at the back of the appliance - once
ayear.

¢ Do not damage or remove the type plate on the inside of the
appliance. It is very important for servicing purposes.

¢ Use acommercially available stainless-steel cleaning agent for
stainless-steel appliances.

Do not use abrasive sponges or scourers, do not use con-
centrated cleaning agents and never use cleaning agents
containing sand, chloride or acid or chemical solvents, as
these would damage the surfaces and could cause corro-
sion.

Malfunctions

* CC, C8, F1 or F2 appears in the display.

— Theappliance has suffered afault. Contactthe customerservice
department.

You may be able to rectify the following faults by checking
the possible causes yourself:

¢ Appliance does not function:

— Is the appliance switched on?

— Is the plug correctly fitted in the mains socket?
— Is the fuse intact?

* Wheninserting the mains plug, the refrigeration unitdoes
not switch on, but a value is shown in the temperature
display.

— Demo mode is activated.

Contact the customer service department.

¢ Loud running noise:

— Is the appliance set up firmly on the floor?

— Does the appliance cause nearby items of furniture or objects
to vibrate? Please note that noises caused by the refrigerant
circuit cannot be avoided.

* The temperature is not low enough:

— Is the temperature setting correct (see "Setting the tempera-
ture")?

— Does the separately installed thermometer show the correct
reading?

— Is the ventilation system working properly?

—Is the appliance set up too close to a heat source?

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Shutting your appliance down
