(1) IMPORTANT

« Where necessary, lubricate any moving joints with silicon spray after periods of usage.
» Be careful not to damage plastic or metal parts of the machine with heavy or sharp objects.
« The machine can be kept clean by wiping it down using dry cloth.

» Regularly check all moving parts and make sure there are signs of wear and damage, if any the use of
the device must be stopped immediately and contact our after-sales department.

« During inspection, it is necessary to make sure that all bolts and nuts are completely fixed. If any bolt
or nut connection is loosened, please re-tighten.

e Check weld for cracks.

IV. ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

<:> NOTE:

1. The gasket needs to be placed at both ends of the bolts (against the bolt head and nut),
as shown in images.

2. Do not fully tighten all bolts until the end. During assembly tighten all bolts and nuts by
hand first then tighten with wrench at the end.

3. Some spare parts have been pre-assembled in the factory.

4.1t is recommended to have assistance during assembly (e.g., 2 person).
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STEP 1

1. Install (#3) into (#2) as shown and attach them together on both sides of (#1) with:
s 2x (#14)
* 4x bolts (#21)
* 4x flat spacer (#29)
* 4x nut (#30)

2. Pre-install (#13) and 2x bolts (#22) under (#1) as shown.

3. Preload (#12) and 2x bolts (#22) under (#2) and (#3) as shown.



STEP 2
1. Install (#4) onto (#1) and tighten with 2x flat spacers (#29) and 2x nut (#30).

2. Install (#5) onto (#2) and (#3) first and tighten it with 2x flat spacers (#29) and nut 2x (#30).

3. Insert (#6) into (#4) and connect it to (#5) using:
* 1x (#16)
* 2x bolts (#23)
* 4x bolts (#24)
* 6x flat pads (#29)
* 4x nuts (#30)

4. Insert (#15) rod into (#4) and place (#17) onto (#15) on each end as shown.
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STEP 3

1. Attach together (#7), (#8) and (#18) using:
* 4x flat spacers (#29)
* 4x bolts (#27) as shown.

2. Put the pre-installed parts in step 1 onto (#6) as shown and tighten them with 1x bolts (#25), 2x flat
spacer (#29), and 1x nuts (#30).

3. Insert (#9) into (#7) and (#8) as shown and secure them with 2x bolts (#24) and 2x flat spacers
(#29).

4. Place (#20) on (#7) and (#8) as shown and secure them with 4x bolts (#26) and 4x flat spacers
(#31).

5. Place (#19) onto (#6) and secure with 2x bolts (#26) and 2x flat spacers (#31) as shown.
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STEP 4

1. Attach (#10) and (#11) with 4x bolts (#28), 8x flat gasket (#29), and 4x nuts (#30) as pictured.

2. Place the pre-loaded pieces into (#6) as shown and tighten with 4x bolts (#24) and 4x flat spacer

(#29).

Tighten up all the bolts and nuts with the wrench.
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V. EXERCISE GUIDE

Your muscles use this oxygen to provide enough
energy for daily activity. This is called aerobic activity. When you are fit, your heart will not have to work
so hard. It will pump a lot fewer times per minute, reducing the strain on your heart.

So as you can see, the fitter you are, the healthier and greater you will feel.

Ease into your
exercise.

WARM UP

After warming up, increase the intensity to your desired exercise program. Be sure to maintain your
intensity for maximum performance. Breathe regularly and deeply as you exercise.
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COOL DOWN

Finish each workout with a light jog or walk for at least 1 minute. Then complete 5 to 10 minutes of
stretching to cool down. This will increase the flexibility of your muscles and will help prevent post-

exercise problems.
